e White wine: Rayun Chardonnay, which is a pure Chardonnay aged in
steel cylinders. It's a full-bodied wine with a citrus and butter taste.
The fresh acidity makes it a perfect companion to an apéro.
e Red Wine: Chono San Lorenzo, which is a blend of the grapes
Carmenere, Syrah and Merlot. It's a powerful but also smooth wine
which is aged in new oak barrels for about 12 months.

Where do these wines come from?

The Team of Geo Wines is led by renowned winemakers Alvaro Espinosa
and Sergio Reyes. Espinosa attended universities in Bordeaux and also
California. He was not only cellar master in the big Chateaux like Fetzer
Vineyards and Vifia Carmen, but also in the famous Chateau Margaux and a
lot of others. Geo Wines produces wines in different regions in Chile like the
Maipo, Rapel and Colchagua Valleys. Their portfolio contains the wineries of
Rayun, Cucao and Chono.
